Election of Officers — Officers elected to serve through the fall 2015 meeting of the Repre-
sentative Council were President Scott Grimes, Vice President Fred Smith and Secretary-Treasurer
Vic Michaels.

Appointed Members — According to the MHSAA Constitution, “It is the annual responsibility of
the Council to ascertain that the Council elective process has provided for the representation of fe-
males and minorities. If, in the judgment of the Council, these results have not been achieved, said
Council shall appoint not to exceed four Representative Council members-at-large for two-year
terms.”

Orlando Medina was appointed for a second two-year term.
Pat Watson, Principal of West Bloomfield High School, was appointed for a two-year term.

The president appointed Kris Isom to serve on the Executive Committee on a regular basis dur-
ing 2015. The fifth position will be filled on a rotating basis by other Council members.

The president named Karen Leinaar and Pete Ryan to join the president and secretary-treasurer
on the Audit and Finance Committee.

Upper Peninsula Athletic Committee — The existence and makeup of the UP Athletic Commit-
tee is within the jurisdiction of the Representative Council. The Council may appoint additional per-
sons when regions are underrepresented after the fall elections. Election results leave the Upper Pen-
insula east of US Highway 41 unrepresented.

Motion by Al Unger, supported by John Thompson, to appoint Don Gustafson, Superintendent at
St. Ignace Area Schools, to the UP Athletic Committee for a minimum of the 2015 calendar year.
