Accounts of Meetings — Motion by Jason Mensing, supported by Karen Leinaar, to approve the
minutes of the Representative Council meeting of Dec. 18, 2020. Adopted.

ONGOING BUSINESS

Fall Sports Update — The Council discussed the latest information from the MDHHS rapid testing
pilot program for the three remaining fall tournaments to finish in early to mid-January. Details on this
program were first shared with the MHSAA and fall schools on Dec. 22 which had created a number of
questions and logistical issues. Final dates for MHSAA fall tournaments should be set and made public
by Jan. 1.

Winter and Spring Sports — Motion by Karen Leinaar, supported by Kris Isom, to approve the
following winter sports contingencies and calendars under current MDHHS emergency orders.

Practices and First Day of Competition: Winter practices may begin on Jan. 16 (or earlier) if
allowed by current MDHHS emergency orders. The first day of competition is Friday, Jan. 22, for
basketball, bowling, ice hockey and boys swimming & diving. In girls competitive cheer, girls gym-
nastics and wrestling, the first day of competition is Monday, Jan. 25. If current orders are
amended that allow practice activity prior to Jan. 16, first days of practice and first days of com-
petition would be moved up accordingly. If current orders further delay activity beyond Jan. 16,
the MHSAA staff and Representative Council will devise updated plans that address both winter
and spring sports. The Council was reminded that skiing is able to proceed now.
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Season and Weekly Limits of Competition: The season limits of competition remain unchanged
for all winter sports, and the weekly limits of competition also remain unchanged in all sports
except for these two modifications for 2020-21 in ice hockey and wrestling. In ice hockey, teams
may play two games on one non-school day a maximum of two times during the season. When
the two games/one day option is used, ice hockey teams could play four games (on three dates)
in those two weeks. For high school wrestling, teams and individuals are allowed two days of
competition in a week. Remember that all regular season wrestling competition is limited to four
teams at a site (three matches per student per day of competition). For middle school wrestling,
one day of competition in a week is allowed. Again, all regular season wrestling competition is
limited to four teams at a site (three matches per student per day of competition). Schools and/or
leagues may elect to play fewer games or use fewer days of competition.

In all winter sports, including basketball and ice hockey, regular season contests may be played
up until the date of the MHSAA Finals in each sport. This would allow schools to schedule regular
season games during the MHSAA tournament series, even after a school has been eliminated
from the District or Regional tournament, for example. Schools would need to follow all seasonal
and weekly limits of competition when scheduling regular season contests in weeks where
MHSAA tournament competition also takes place. This action suspends, for the winter of 2021
only, portions of Regulation II, Section 10 (allowing basketball non-tournament games in a MHSAA
tournament week) and Reg. II, Section 11(G) (allowing regular season hockey games to be played
after the last Saturday in February).

The following winter tournament dates are below for your scheduling purposes, which assumes a
Jan. 16 (or earlier) start to winter seasons. Further delays beyond Jan. 16 would require changes
to the dates below along with possible modifications to spring dates.
