MHSAA Multimedia Regulations addressing the distribution of live video at all 
tournaments at all levels also pertain to the streaming of live video on social media 
platforms such as Facebook, Twitter, Instagram and YouTube. The streaming of 
live highlights of an event in progress is prohibited. Live streaming is allowed 
during pre-event and post-event activities. All applicable rights fees and use 
limitations shall prevail. 
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
